On January 29-31, 2009 roughly 25 clergy and their wives took retreat in Lancaster, PA to be 
nurtured and instructed by the teaching of the Very Rev. Dr. Donald P. Richmond, an RE 
clergyman from California.  Rev. Richmond's teaching focused on renewal found in wor-
ship.  His premise: worship that renews us often flows out of times of despair.   
 
Rev. Richmond used the example of Moses, noting how Moses experienced a time of wilder-
ness after he killed the Egyptian who was beating one of Moses' Hebrew brethren.  Rather 
than being recognized as the deliverer of the Hebrews, he was viewed with suspicion and 
necessarily fled.  Moses was tending his father-in-law's sheep on the back side of the desert 
when God appeared to him in the figure of the burning bush and subsequently called him 
into his role as deliverer.  It was only as he removed his sandals and heeded the voice of 
the Lord that Moses began to exercise correctly the ministry the Lord had for him. 
 
Rev. Richmond's instruction included themes such as worship helps us identify where we 
are, who we are and what we are both individually and corporately as the people of 
God.  Worship occurs at God's initiative; it requires hope; it anticipates warfare; it includes a 
challenge; it requires honesty; and it suggests faith. 
 
Rev. Richmond's presentation was thought-provoking and generated an atmosphere of 
reverence, worship, and renewal for the participants.
